Prayer Combats Back-to-School Jitters
Sending a child off to school can be scary.  
Sure moms joke about back-to-school being “the most wonderful time of the year,” but that doesn’t mean it’s not also anxiety provoking. Will the teacher like my child? Who will be the new classmates? Will they be good influences -- or bad?  Will my child struggle to make friends, or deal with bullies or endure teasing? And, most of all, will my child be safe?

What 175,000 moms around the world have discovered is that back-to-school anxiety and fear can be replaced with peace and hope. And, yes, even joy.

Moms In Touch International (MITI) is a Christ-centered interdenominational prayer ministry which encourages mothers and grandmothers to come together regularly to pray for children and schools. Groups usually meet weekly in homes and churches in every state and in more than 120 countries, praying for public and private schools, from preschool through college.  
With 17,500 registered groups in the U.S., a MITI group is probably nearby. The website www.MomsInTouch.org features a Group Locator which shows what registered groups are located in your school district. Information about different group types are also available online. Moms can pray in groups specifically for their children’s school or can participate in one of the other group types, including Career, Children with Special Needs, Church-based, College, Grandmothers, Homeschool, Military, Preschool and Prodigal.
The MITI Booklet, which explains the fundamentals of a Moms In Touch group, is available in 38 languages / versions. The booklet was written by MITI Founder and President Fern Nichols of Poway, Calif., who began praying with one other mom in 1984. 
Moms In Touch International will celebrate its 25th anniversary in 2009 with a historic prayer event, calling moms around the world together to simultaneously pray for children and schools.
